• External Certification Authority (ECA) card

Note: Contractors must use the Goverment
Approving Officials (GAOs) listed on the registration 
page if they have a contract with one of the agencies 
listed.

CAC card users:
Click the Login/Register button.

PIV card users:
1. Load a *DoD Root Certificate.
2. Go to https://reg.dtic.mil/DTICRegistration and

click the Smart Card button.

ECA card users:
1. Acquire an ECA card through an authorized ECA

vendor such as IdenTrust at https://identrust.com/
certificates/eca/index.html or ORC at https://eca.
orc.com/.

2. Load a *DoD Root Certificate.
3. Go to https://reg.dtic.mil/DTICRegistration and

click the Smart Card button.
